Title Sponsorship Guide 
(V1 Nov 2008)
A sponsorship agreement between Haywood Securities Inc. of Vancouver and Cross Country Canada became effective October, 2008.

Haywood Securities is the title sponsor of the Canadian Cross Country Ski Championships held annually in different regions of Canada.  The competition is now refereed to as the ‘Haywood Ski Nationals’ in English or “Les Nationaux de ski Haywood” in French
As part of the OC’s Bid to Host the Technical Package outlined the Marketing Rights and Responsibilities of CCC and the OC.  To that end CCC looks forward to working with each OC as they develop their plans to market and host the Haywood Ski Nationals.  References in the Technical Package that relate to title properties including bibs, signage, communications materials, etc. will now fall under this outline.

Introduction

Haywood Securities would like to congratulate the OC and its members for being selected as a host site for the Haywood Ski Nationals.

Haywood is proud to support the development of skiing at all levels in Canada.  Since 2001 they have been a lead sponsor of the Canadian National Ski Team and in 2003 became the title sponsor of the Haywood NorAm Canada Cup.  During that period Haywood Securities has extended their support to include sponsorship of Beckie Scott, the Vernon World Cup in 2005 and major sponsorship of the 2008 FIS World Cup in Canmore.  Haywood has been involved in managing the financial affairs of many senior team athletes and in 2006 they were recognized at the Canadian Sport Awards in the Corporation category as Sponsor of the Year. 
As our preeminent cross-country ski event each season, Cross Country Canada is pleased to have Haywood Securities as our title sponsor.

This document will outline the expectations of Cross Country Canada and Haywood Securities Inc. in relation to the title property associated with the Canadian Cross-Country Ski Championships.  For reference, the properties and obligations associated with this event have been outlined in the Canadian Championship Technical Package (document 2.2.3) under Section 3.

2008-2010 Haywood Ski Nationals

The Canadian Cross-Country Ski Championships are staged in March of each season.  Factors that govern the actual dates include OC timelines, NST schedules and International and Domestic race calendars.

In 2008, the Haywood Ski Nationals will run from March 16 – 23, 2008 in Callaghan Valley, BC.

Title Sponsor - Official Name:

One sponsor shall be provided Title Sponsor entitlements by Cross Country Canada in association with the Canadian Cross Country Ski Championships.  Entitlements include name association with the event in all descriptors, written or verbal of the event.  Brand identification including the Haywood Securities Inc. logo is anticipated on all collateral material produced or endorsed by the LOC as it relates the Canadian Cross-Country Ski Championships including:
· On the official website of each page of the event

· The event poster

· Advertising material mentioning or referencing the Canadian Cross Country Ski Championship property

· Banners and other supports bearing the Event Name

· The Event Program and other publications including daily schedules, awards presentation, press inserts and releases, start and results lists

 The following official title should be used in all references to the event by the OC – 

“Haywood Ski Nationals.”  As a rule, the official name and logo of the Haywood Ski Nationals and the logo of Cross Country Canada shall appear at the top of the lay-out, with the other sponsors and suppliers at the bottom or otherwise separated from the title.
The following brand should be used when brand identification for the Title Sponsor is required:
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We appreciate your cooperation as we build the profile of this property and our sport.
Presenting Sponsor:

In addition to the Title Sponsor of the Haywood Ski Nationals, it is anticipated that “Presenting” sponsors may be provided significant profile during the event.  “Presenting” sponsors may include support of one or more of the event days on the competition calendar, presenting status of the Athlete Banquet, Awards presentations, Cultural Centre and/or Hospitality areas as designated by the LOC for athletes, parents and dignitaries.
Presenting sponsors may be identified by the LOC in cooperation with Cross Country Canada or in the case of ongoing significant sponsors of CCC, may be identified by the national governing body.

During the 2008-2010 period Teck Cominco will be provided Presenting sponsor status in relation to the sprint day at the Haywood Ski Nationals.  Further, the results of the open category at the Ski Nationals will be used in part to determine the overall Teck Cominco Sprint Series Champions for 2007-08.  

Start Numbers:

Haywood Securities will provide all competitor start numbers.  The technical specifications will be approved by CCC.

In addition to the “Haywood” name on the top portion of the start numbers, the CCC/Haywood Securities combined brand shall appear on one yoke of the bib.
The lower portion of the bib will be provided to the LOC for “presenting” day sponsors.  In addition, bibs to remain at the host site may contain the brand mark of the local host venue or region, at the discretion of the LOC.

Note:  Industry exclusivity is provided to Haywood Securities and Teck Cominco within the Ski Nationals site.  All “Presenting” day sponsor’s must be approved by CCC and may not conflict with either Haywood Securities or Teck Cominco.  CCC will be the final authority on conflict, in consultation with Haywood and Teck Cominco.

LEADER Bibs:

The LOC may also provide “presenting” day sponsor’s with the opportunity of branding LEADER bibs.  If they choose to do so, the “Presenting” sponsor brand may appear above the word LEADER on these bibs.  The title sponsor brand “Haywood Securities” must appear below the bib number and CCC/Haywood Securities reserves the right to place the combined logo on one shoulder yoke.

The start numbers will be left as a legacy item for the host ski club after the Ski Nationals.

Haywood Securities requests that the start number not be removed while the skier is in the finish area, exit corral or within the results board area.  Bibs are to be worn at medal podium ceremonies and for on site interviews.
Medals and Aggregate Awards (Cdn Skiers only)

The following medals or plaques will be provided by Haywood Securities:

The top three finishers in each AB and PN class including CCUNC.

-
The top three individual aggregate award winners of each class

-
CCUNC All Canadian’s – top 6 men and women

Aggregate Banners:

It is customary to recognize the Provincial, Club and CCUNC (men & women) aggregate winners at the Canadian Cross-Country Ski Championships.

Haywood Securities will provide Aggregate banners for Provincial, Club and CCUNC

Teck Cominco Sprint Series:

The Teck Cominco Sprint Series is a national level program designed to encourage the development of sprint skiers in Canada and to help promote the sport.  The Sprint Series includes races at NorAm, Canada Cup and Canadian Cross-Country Ski Championship events.

Teck Cominco will be provided “Presenting” day status at the Haywood Ski Nationals.  As part of their overall support of the Tech Cominco Sprint Series, they will provide to the LOC:

-
$2,500 cash to cover the prize purse of the Open Category

-
$ 300 cash to cover the fastest qualifiers (M/W) in the junior categories
Awards Presentations

It is customary to present the awards in a comfortable location after the events are completed.  Because of the size of the Haywood Ski Nationals in recent years, presenting awards onsite is often difficult for the OC, impacts on the proper cool down and recovery of the athletes and is inconvenient for the sponsor.  Experience has shown that an evening awards presentation at a convenient venue close to where the athletes are living works the best.

Awards Back Drop:

CCC will provide the awards backdrop with a customized header to reflect the event title sponsor and host site/club.

Presenting day sponsor’s will have the opportunity of affixing 2 brand marks directly beneath the Podium header.  Details will be coordinated with the LOC for each day of the competition.  Production of Presenting sponsor brand marks will be coordinated by CCC and billed back to the LOC.
Presenters:

The Title sponsor representative will be entitled to present the 3rd place, 2nd place and 1st place winner medals in that order.

The Presenting day sponsor representative or other presenting sponsor representatives should be invited to present merchandize prizes to the top 5 in each class.

Other VIP’s may be asked to assist with in the Awards Ceremony subject to the mutual approval of the LOC and CCC representatives on site.

Competition Supplies

Course Flags:

Each LOC will be supplied with Haywood course flags that must be used in the stadium area and throughout the course.  If specific host sites require more flags that provided, the LOC is asked to use the sponsor flags in high visibility areas in the stadium and along the course where spectators, photographers may be present.

Signage:

Haywood Securities will provide the following types of signage for all competition sites:
· Welcome banner for onsite day lodge, athlete centre and banquet facility

· Snow fence banners to be installed in primary space around the start/finish line

· Pageantry flags (upright banners to be installed in high visibility locations at the race site

· Podium backdrop (to be used for duel purpose of an interview area close to the finish corral and during the awards ceremony)
Teck Cominco and other “Presenting” day sponsor may provide the following types of signage for all competition sites:

· Snow fence banners to be installed in secondary space around the start/finish line

· Pageantry flags (upright banners) to be installed in other high visibility locations

· Podium backdrop – 2 spots will be provided on the podium backdrop beneath the Title sponsor header for the day (s) implicate
CCC Suppliers and Sponsors:  These companies are important contributors to the success of the National Ski Team and programs of CCC.  Supplier banners (provided by CCC) should be displayed in visible locations in the stadium area once primary and secondary banner space has been allocated. 

The LOC is responsible for putting up and taking down all signage.  Assistance may be available from the on-site CCC representative.

Signage Location

The sponsors’ banners will be installed onto existing fencing or temporary snow fencing that the LOC uses for course control.
Title sponsor banners will be installed in the primary signage positions in the start / finish area and in camera view locations along the course (if appropriate)
